e Changes in sleeping habits or feeling tired and low energy e Inability to carry out daily activities or handle daily
e Changes in eating habits such as increased hunger or lack of appetite problems and stress
e Difficulty perceiving reality (delusions or hallucinations, in which a person e Anintense fear of weight gain or concern with
experiences and senses things that don'’t exist in objective reality) appearance

Mental health conditions can also begin to develop in young children. Because they’re still learning how to
identify and talk about thoughts and emotions, their most obvious symptoms are behavioral.
